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PREFACE



This is the sixth edition of the Standard Industrial Classification of all Economic Activities (SIC), which was first published in August 1970 in South Africa. 



The Standard Industrial Classification of all Economic Activities (SIC) is based upon the latest revision, (Revision (Rev.) 3.1, published on 18 November 2002) of the International Standard Industrial Classification of all Economic Activities (ISIC) 1/ with suitable adaptations for local conditions. However, the revision 3.1 of the ISIC differs in various respects from the previous edition so that the sixth edition of the SIC also differs from previous editions. More information regarding these differences is given in paragraph 12.3, on page 12 (in wording) and in the condensed correspondence tables on page 238. 



Since the adoption of the original version of the ISIC in 1948, the majority of countries around the world have used ISIC or developed national classifications derived from ISIC, thus providing guidance in the development of national activity classification and it has become an important tool for comparing statistical data on economic activities on international level.



The final draft of Rev. 3.1 of ISIC was considered and welcomed by the Statistical Commission at its thirty-third session in March 2002 and now replaces the third revision, which has been in use since 1989. Statistics South Africa (Stats SA), previously known as Central Statistical Service (CSS), has closely followed the ISIC since 1950/51 in order to promote the international comparability of the statistics concerned. Unlike previous revisions, Rev 3.1 of the ISIC required harmonisation with other activity classifications and with the classification of goods and services, adding complexity and constraints that had not applied in previous revisions to ensure compatibility with the economic structure, the statistical practice and needs of different countries in the world. Although the structure has not been changed significantly, a greater level of detail in service activities has been introduced, reflecting the growth of this sector of the economy in most countries of the world. Harmonisation with other classifications improved the usefulness for many analytical and descriptive purposes for instance through the extended elaboration of services in the Central Product Classification (CPC). 



The SIC was designed for a standard classification of productive economic activities of industries, which must be as homogeneous as possible, and of which the purpose is to provide a standardised framework, according to kind of economic activities, for the collection, tabulation, analysis and presentation of statistical data of the different businesses or statistical units or entities. 



It is recommended that public and private institutions, as well as private persons, engaged in the classification of businesses, use the SIC, as a basis as far as this is feasible and also for the classification of statistical units known to statistical agencies. The general application of the principles and definitions of this classification will promote the uniformity and comparability of statistics compiled from different sources.



This manual is obtainable from Stats SA, in CD-format for the price of R…?., from our User’s Information Service or available on the Stats SA’s web site at www.statssa.gov.za/StatsOnline/StatsOnline/Inside Stats SA/Additional services/Codes & Classifications/Standard Industrial Classification of Economic Activities (SIC), from where it can be down-loaded and printed in hard copy format. The manual can only be published in English, since it is not viable to produce it in more than one of South Africa’s eleven official languages and are used extensively, not only locally, but also by international economic and social-scientific communities.

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INTRODUCTION



1.          THE NATURE OF THE CLASSIFICATION



1.1	The SIC is a standard classification of productive, economic activities of industries and not a classification of goods and services according to the Central Product Classification (CPC), An industry is defined as the set of all production units engaged primarily in the same or similar kinds of productive economic activities. An industry consists of entities/legal units, engaged in the same or a closely related kind of economic activity based mainly on the principal class of goods produced or services rendered. The term ‘industry’ is used in the widest sense to cover all economic activities from the primary industries (agriculture, forestry, fishing and mining), secondary industries (manufacturing, electricity, gas and water supply and construction), up to the rendering of tertiary services (wholesale, retail and motor trade and repairs for it, including personal and household goods, hotels and restaurants, transport, storage and communication, financial intermediation, insurance, real estate and other business services, community, social, and personal, recreational, cultural services and other private households, etc. and other activities not adequately defined).



1.2     	The SIC does not draw distinction according to ownership, type of legal organisation or mode of operation as these do not relate to characteristics of economic activity. Ownership mentioned here is regardless of whether the entities are incorporated enterprises, individual proprietors or government and whether or not the parent

	enterprise (legal unit) consists of more than one enterprise and its subsidiaries. Similarly manufacturing units are classified according to principal (main) activity in which they engage, whether work is performed by power-driven machinery or by hand, done in a factory or in a household. 

  

1.3       	The SIC is not a classification of commodities. Commodities are the products of industries (in�cluding the services rendered) or the materials and consumable stores used by industries or the pro�ducts (including the services) bought and sold by particular industries or goods bought by consu�mers. Commodities are commonly associated with particular industries, e.g. the clothing indus�try and the rubber industry, but it must be borne in mind that each industry generally turns out a variety of commodities which, although related, could nevertheless be accommodated separately in a commodity classification. 



1.4     	The SIC must also be distinguished from the clas�si�fication of occupations, the aim of which is to classify persons according to the nature of the work in which they are employed (e.g. accountant, typist and boilermaker) and often without taking into account the industry in which the persons concerned are employed. A standard classification of occupations is obtainable from Stats SA, namely the South African Standard Classification of Occupations (SASCO) 1986.



1.5 	The SIC does not distinguish between formal or informal, nor between legal or illegal production. It also does not differentiate between market and non-market activities. In the System of National Accounts (SNA) 1993 it is an important feature as a breakdown of economic activities according to that principle is useful, where data on value added are collected, where activities take place on both market and non-market basis, where non-market services, e.g. education, health, etc. are provided by government, profit or non-profit organisations. This revision includes categories for the undifferentiated production of goods and services by households, which is not normally covered in other categories of the SIC e.g. education or in other major divisions.  



Information on the ‘Coding system of the SIC’ can be found at item 11 and for the ‘Differences in the coding system of 

the ISIC and SIC’ can  be found at item 12.1 in the manual.         



2.          PRINCIPAL, SECONDARY AND ANCILLARY ACTIVITIES

                     

2.1    	When discussing economic productive activities, the expression activity is to be understood. The term ‘activity’ is defined as a process resulting in a homogeneous set of products, falling in the same major division, the production of which is characteristic of a detailed major division of the SIC and may consist of one simple process e.g. weaving or may cover a whole set of sub-processes. For example the manufacturing of a car is considered as one activity even though its integrated production process includes sub-activities such as casting, forging, welding, assembling, etc. Moreover, if the manufacturing of specific parts, such as engines, gearboxes, furniture or instruments, is organised as an integral part of the same manufacturing process, the whole combination of processes, is regarded as one activity.                 



2.2 	Also, if these production processes are highly interrelated or integrated, irrespective of whether the production processes fall in different major divisions of the activity classification, the whole combination of processes is regarded as one activity. If, for instance, pumps and gearboxes are made and the casting for both products are done by the same employees with the same machines, one of the two processes should be considered a secondary activity, which should be determined on the basis of the value added to the goods sold or the services rendered.



2.3     	If two or more homogeneous products are produced, next to each other, but their production processes are not interrelated, i.e. they are completely independent with respect to the organisation of the production, using different inputs and different production techniques, these processes may be seen as different activities which can, however, be similar with respect to the activity classification e.g. pens and pencils, the entity may be considered as carrying out two different activities, even though they both fall in the same major group of the classification. This does not imply that, automatically, different production units must be distinguished.



2.4      	Distinction should be made between principal (main) and secondary activities on the one hand and ancillary ‘activities’ on the other. The output of principal and secondary activities, which are consequently principal and secondary products, are produced for sale on the market, for provision free of charge or for other uses which are not prescribed in advance e.g. to stock them for future sale or for further processing. Ancillary activities are undertaken in order to facilitate the principal or secondary activities of the entity.



The principal or main activity of an economic entity is the activity that contributes most to the value added of the entity or the activity of which the value added exceeds that of any other activity of the entity. It is not necessary that the principal activity account for 50 per cent or more of the total value added of the entity. The products resulting from a principal activity are either principal products or by-products. The latter (by-products) are produced sometimes together with the principal product e.g. hides when producing meat by slaughtering animals, which can be also called a secondary activity. 

		

             	A secondary activity is each separate activity that produces products sometimes for third parties, but which is not the principal activity of the entity in question. The outputs of secondary activities are consequently secondary products and most entities produce at least some secondary products.    



2.5    	Economic administration and principal and secondary activities cannot be carried out without the support of a number of an�cil�lary activities such as bookkeeping, transpor�tation, storage, purchasing, sales promotion, clea�ning, repair and maintenance, security, etc. An�cillary activities are therefore those that support the main productive activities of an entity by pro�viding non-durable goods or services entirely or primarily for the use of that entity. The output is always intended for intermediate consumption within the same entity and therefore it is usually not recorded separately. Although these activities may produce mostly services, some goods producing activities, may by exception, be regarded as ancillary and the goods thus produced, however, may not become a physical part of the output of the main activity (examples are tools, scaffolding, etc.). Ancillary services are usually fairly small scale compared to the principal activity they support. Outputs re�sulting from ancillary activities are sold on the mar�ket only incidentally. When some of these pro�ducts are sold on the market, however, such pro�ducts become secondary products; for in�stance, if an entity, which generally consumes its computer services internally, incidentally sells some of these services on the market, these ser�vices become secondary products.



2.6      	Since production processes are generally not viable without administration and the support of a certain number of ancillary activities, the latter should not be separated to form separate entities even though these activities may be carried out in a separate location and even though separate records may be available. Also, these ancillary activities should not determine the classification of the entity to which they belong. The value of the ancillary activities should be allocated to the principal and secondary activities of the unit they serve, and if no exact information on their distribution is available, they should be proportioned accordingly to the value added of the principal and secondary activities.  



2.7      	Apart from administrative entities (head offices), examples of entities carrying out ancillary activities are sales departments, warehouses, distribution depots, re�pair shops, electricity power plants and accounting or computer depart�ments that primarily serve their holding company or legal unit. A practical solution to cases where these activities are carried out by separate entities is to assign to such entities the classification of the business as a whole. This can be dealt with in the records of the kind-of-enterprise units making use of the services of these entities, as charges for administrative and ancillary services.

             

2.8       	Under the description given in paragraph 2.5 to 2.7 above, the following activities are not to be con�sidered ancillary:



             1)	The production of goods or doing work that is part of fixed capital formation. The types of units most affected are those units, doing con�struction work on the account of their holding company or legal unit. This approach is in accordance with the classification of own account construc�tion units for which data is available, to the construction industry.



           	2)	Activities, of which the output although used as intermediate consumption by the economic activity, is for the greater part sold on the market.



	3)	The production of goods which become a physical part of the output of the economic activity, e.g. the production of boxes, tin cans or the like by a division of an enter�prise, as packaging for its own products.



	4)	Research and development. These activities are not universal and they do not provide services that are re-consumed in the course of current production.



	In all these above-mentioned cases, if separate data is available in respect of these activities, separate units should be distinguished and they should be classified accor�ding to their own activities.



2.9	The classification of entities engaged in ancillary activities, particularly central administrative offices or head offices, according to the predominant kind of activity of the kind-of-enterprise units served by them, may in some cases, be questionable or difficult. The predominant kind of activity may account for much less than half of the total activity of the kind-of-enterprise units served, or these kind-of-enterprise units and the central administrative office may be located in different countries, which has led to the provision of a special category for central administrative offices in the case of some national industrial classifications. Thus these central administrative offices will be classified to 88140, otherwise the central administrative offices are considered as ancillary services and it will get the same principal classification as the holding company or legal unit or entity it serves or the predominant activity classification, if involved in more than one activity. Activities of financial holding companies fall under 81990.

         

3.	STATISTICAL UNITS



         	The objective of the SIC is to classify collected statistical information as far as possible according to categories of activities which are as homo�geneous (of the same kind) as possible. The appropriate unit for the collection of the data, and hence for the classifi�cation of legal units, according to kind of economic activity:

 

1)	  for the general public, private persons and businesses, is the legal unit (enterprises)  

for the statistical agencies is the statistical unit model

for Stats SA the statistical model compromises the legal unit (enterprise), the kind-of-enterprise unit, the 

      kind-of-activity unit and the geographical unit.



		At Statistics SA a statistical unit structure, namely the Business Register, from which the Business Sampling Frame (BSF) has been created and maintained for own use. From the BSF, samples are drawn to collect and analyse statistical data. The creation of statistical units is done by the component: System of Registers, and includes different processes of studying businesses e.g. profiling which encompasses the finding and linking of the smallest set of legal units together to form an autonomous and complete production unit from which statistically relevant information can be collected, whereas delineation is the division of the enterprise into statistical sub-units.  

	

         	Legal entities (legal units) are recognized by law or society, independently of who owns them; they can own goods or assets, incur liabilities and enter into contracts and may be involved in litigations. A legal unit is a natural (individual or partnership) or juristic person (company, close corporation, trust), who has obligations and rights as defined by law. They take decisions and actions for which they are held responsible and accountable for by law. They compile complete sets of accounts (including profit-and loss accounts and balance sheets). Normally a legal unit that possesses more than 50% of the voting rights of (or otherwise control) a business is the controlling legal unit of the corresponding enterprise. 

  

	An example of a legal entity that would belong to an institutional entity is a corporation, which can be described as a legal entity, created for the purpose of producing goods or services for the market, that may be a source of profit or other financial gain to its owner(s). It is collectively owned by shareholders who have the authority to appoint directors, responsible for its general management, according to SNA 93. A corporation owns or manages the property of the organisation, enters into contracts, receives and disposes of its income, and maintains an independent, complete set of accounts, including profit-and-loss accounts and balance sheets.



		Institutional units (IU) are the core units of the System of National Accounts (SNA), they are transactors (performers) in the system and must be capable of engaging in transactions in own right and on own behalf. An institutional unit (it can be a household or legal, social or economic entity, such as a corporation,) is capable of owning assets, incurring liabilities, engaging in economic activities and in transactions with other entities, may own and exchange goods and assets, is legally responsible for economic transactions that it makes and may enter into legal contracts and have a set of economic accounts or can be compiled for the unit, which includes consolidated financial accounts and/or profit-and-loss and balance sheet of assets and liabilities. An institutional unit can be a single legal unit of which some are being used as tax shelters, can be dormant or used for admin purposes. For statistical purposes it is necessary to regard such cases as separate institutional units. 



        	Similarly, if a corporation that has a principal activity supported by ancillary activities that are registered as separate legal entities, they would not constitute or be regarded as separate institutional units. 



 		Because the industry classification distinguishes separate financial and non-financial industries, as long as the neces�sary financial accounts are available for each of them, it is necessary to define two separate institutional units, whenever possible, even if the two together have all the attributes of an institutional unit and consolidated accounts are compiled for them as a single unit. 



	Statistical units in the SNA, analyse two interrelated types of transactors and transactions for which two levels of statistical units are required. In the income and expenditure and capital finance accounts the concept of the enterprise (EN) and the industry classification for the analysis of financial transactions is used but in the production accounts the concept of the previously called ‘establishment’, (now replaced with kind-of-enterprise unit at Stats SA), the SIC classification and the Central Product Classification (CPC), for the analysis of transactions in goods and services, are used. 



 		These basic statistical units (SU) are defined in the following paragraphs. 



3.1   		ENTERPRISE (EN)



        		A statistical enterprise’s unique enterprise number  starts with the letters EN and can be defined as a legal unit (LU) or the smallest combination of legal unit that includes and, directly controls all the functions necessary to carry out its production activities.



	A legal unit (LU) can be registered in name as a company or an individual. The main characteristics of a LU are that they own goods or assets, they incur liabilities, enter into contracts and may be involved in litigation, they take decisions and actions for which they are held responsible and accountable for by law, they compile complete sets of accounts (including profit-and-loss accounts and balance sheets). 



       	An institutional unit in its capacity as a producer of goods and services is known as an enterprise and is an economic transactor with autonomy in respect of financial and investment decision-making, as well as authority and res�ponsibility for allocating resources for the production of goods and services, and may be engaged in one or many productive activities in one or more than one location and may consist of more than one kind-of-enterprise unit, kind-of-activity unit and geographical units. The enterprise is the level at which financial and balance sheet accounts are maintained and from which international transactions, an international investment position (when applicable) and the consolidated financial position can be derived. 



        	An enterprise may be a corporation (or quasi corporation), a non-profit institution, or an unincorporated enterprise. Corpo�rate enterprises and non-profit institutions are complete institutional units. An unincorporated enterprise, however, refers to an institutional unit – a household or government unit – only in its capacity as a producer of goods and services. 

 

         	The enterprise is the key statistical unit in structural business statistics. It is supposed to bring together all production factors necessary to form complete production units for which values of input, output (at market prices) and operating surplus (income after expenses are subtracted) can be obtained. It is also the statistical unit for which financial statistics for the income and expenditure accounts and capital finance accounts of the SNA are compiled and they are also classified to the industry classification of the SNA. 



			The SIC groups similar activity units together for analysis of production and the compilation of production statistics and although it is possible to classify enterprises according to their principal activities, using SIC and group them into industries, some industries might be heterogeneous (not the same), when having secondary activities that are different from the principal activities, making it necessary to partition large and complex enterprises into more homogeneous (similar) units, of which production data can be compiled. It is important when large enterprises account for a large portion of the value added of the economy or of particular industries.



        		If an enterprise unit has one or more than one secondary activity, and the secondary activity is significant within the economy, then the enterprise unit must be subdivided into the main activity and the secondary activity. The subdivision between principal and secondary activity at the kind-of-enterprise unit level, only takes place if the enterprise keeps separate sets of accounts for each activity. Furthermore, the subdivision only according to principal activity, takes place at the geographical unit level, irrespective of whether the enterprise keeps separate sets of accounts for each activity. An enterprise does not permit an ancillary activity to constitute an enterprise on its own.



				In most small or medium-sized businesses, the enterprise and kind-of-enterprise unit may be identical, but the data for finance and production, for each, will be different, especially when it is a single enterprise and not a multi-activity and/or a complex enterprise. Large and complex enterprises engaged in many activities, belonging to different SIC industries, will be composed of more than one kind-of-enterprise unit, provided that smaller production units (also being homogeneous) for which product data can be compiled, can be identified with the desired geographic precision, which will be called a geographic unit for statistical purposes. 



	Enterprises that have been created from profiling cases done by Stats SA and which consist of more than one legal unit. Complex enterprises are a family of institutional units. Complex enterprises, as a result of ties of ownership, are controlled or managed by the same interest, who plans, finances and controls collectively, but which is neither homogeneous in industry, nor activity nor to geographic area and may consist of a number of enterprises, kind-of-enterprise units, kind-of-activity units or geographical units.

            

3.2   	KIND-OF-ENTERPRISE UNIT (KE) (intermediate unit)   



      	A kind-of-enterprise unit is an enterprise or part of an enterprise, for which all elements of the basic industrial statistics can be reported. A kind-of-enterprise unit serves as statistical unit and is part of an enterprise, of which the size in terms of the turnover should equate to size group 1 (economically significant). It should independently engage in a range of economic activities, at least according to a 5-digit level of the SIC, without being restricted to the geographic area in which that activity is carried out and for which financial accounts (books) can be compiled or data on production and on output and input elements (including employment) are available or can be meaningfully compiled, that allow calculation of the operating surplus in the production of goods and services.                           



	A kind-of-enterprise unit is very similar to ‘establishment’, which is the statistical unit described by SNA to be defined and delineated for industrial or production statistics, but due to the confusion caused by the term ‘establishment’ in different classification manuals in different countries, Statistics SA have created an intermediate unit, called  a kind-of-enterprise unit. 



	Kind-of-enterprise units are different from institutional units or enterprises, except in cases where the two units are the same, in that a kind-of-enterprise unit cannot in its own right own assets, incur liabilities or engage in economic transactions with other entities like a legal unit. They are classified into industries according to the SIC.



3.3       THE KIND-OF-ACTIVITY UNIT (KAU)

		

		A kind-of-activity unit engages in one or predominantly one kind of economic activity without being restricted to a geographical location.		









3.4   	GEOGRAPHIC UNIT (GEO)



	A geographic unit is normally an unbroken physical area/site on or from which one or predominantly one kind of economic activity takes place on a permanent basis. (Sometimes geographic units are called branches or divisions of an enterprise).                               



        	There can be more than one geographic unit at the same location or different locations for an enterprise, as established during delineation and profiling of large businesses for statistical purposes. The word ‘predominantly’ in the definition of a geographic unit indicates that it can have secondary activities though, which will be ignored if not of great importance, as well as ancillary activities, which is included as part of the geographic unit’s activities. All active enterprises must at least have one geographic unit. 



        	Location is the basis of a geographic unit, meaning that a specific postal or physical address must be available for it, for data collection purposes, but for publication purposes it will be a physical place or area on a province base.

         

	A single enterprise with only one kind-of-enterprise unit and one geographic unit, which is involved in only one activity according to a 5-digit SIC level, from one location will have similar information and the same classification code. At least one person must be permanently employed at that location with an activity.  	



        	At Stats SA these statistical units are created and maintained on the BSF, by delineation specifications and continuity rules. For statistical purposes in the process of delineation of large or complex businesses and the creation of statistical units, the kind-of-enterprise unit and the kind-of-activity unit gets the same classification as that of the geographical unit, and the principal classification allocated to the kind-of-enterprise unit or the kind-of-activity unit, on a 5-digit basis together with the highest employee-figure, will be automatically allocated to the enterprise, except when the principal activity automatically derived, is incorrect and which will be manually allocated by the supervisor or capturer on the BSF. 4.    	CLASSIFICATION OF ENTERPRISES (EN)



        	Since the activities of an enterprise sometimes cover a great variety of SIC major groups, groups or subgroups, it may be appropriate for certain statistics to classify them according to the main activity. In any case, when such a unit is to be classified at a lower level of the classification, the ‘top-down’ approach as set out in item 6.5, should be used. 



4.1	The classification of a multi-activity enterprise should be determined from the value added by its constituent units. Such a unit should be classified in the major division of the SIC that covers the kinds of activity of the constituent unit (forming part of the whole) that accounts for the principal amount for the value added. For example, in the case of kind-of-enterprise units of an enterprise that make up a vertical chain of production, it gives proportional weight to the kind-of-enterprise units included in each portion of the chain. The use of the principle also makes it feasible to determine the major division of an industrial classification to which an enterprise is to be assigned, directly from the major division of the classification to which its constituent units are classified.



4.2	If data are not available on the value added of the constituent units of enterprises, figures on turnover, employment, or salaries and wages paid by these units might be used in order to determine their predominant class or subgroup of the activities. Use should be made of the net measures of the activities of the kind-of-enterprise-type units, as far as possible. Figures of the gross output/income, before deductions, of each kind-of-enterprise unit that is accounted for by the value added there, can vary noticeably from one unit to another. In some instances, e.g. when it concerns industries with a very high investment quota and a relatively low wage quota, the value of assets in each constituent unit may also be taken into account when weighing the different activities, while determining the predominant classification. 



4.3	The classification of entities engaged in ancillary activities, particularly central administrative offices, according to the predominant kind of activity of the kind-of-enterprise units served by them, may account for much less than half of the total activity of the kind-of-enterprise units served, or these kind-of-enterprise units and the central administrative office may be located in different countries. This has led to the provision of a special classification for central administrative offices in the case of some national industrial classifications, namely, that it is included in the equivalent of the business activities in SIC classification code 88140.



5      	CLASSIFICATION RULES FOR MORE COMPLEX STATISTICAL UNITS



		General guidelines on a number of general rules of interpretation are given which can be helpful when classifying more complex statistical units. It should be noted that the general rules at the major division and the explanatory notes to the descriptions of certain divisions, major groups, groups and subgroups of the SIC, also indicate how to treat such cases.   

 

5.1    	The activity classification of each unit is determined by the SIC group or subgroup in which the principal activity or range of activities, of the unit is included. Secondary and ancillary activities are to be disregarded when classifying the unit. The principal activities of the unit in general can be determined from the goods that it sells, or the services that it renders to other units or consumers. The descriptions and explanatory notes of the individual classes or subgroups in SIC, should be used to determine the activities carried out in terms of the major divisions of the SIC, using not only the output structure, but also the input structure and the production process.  



5.2    		When classifying more complex statistical units (SU), ideally the principal products of the unit should be determined by reference to the value added to the goods sold or services rendered. In practice it is generally not possible to obtain the information on value added for individual products. It is therefore recommended that in such cases, the principal kind of activity can be determined by other criteria, as an approximation, such as:

         	-  the proportion of the gross output (product income before deductions)  of the unit that is attributable   

		to the goods or services associated with these kinds of activities

         		-	the proportion of value of sales of those groups of products

employment according to the proportion of people engaged in the different activities.     

     

5.3	Instances may arise where considerable proportions of the activities of an unit are included in more than one subgroup of the SIC. These cases may result from the vertical integration of activities e.g. tree felling combined with sawmilling, a milling activity of which the output is used for the baking of bread, or a clay pit combined with brickworks; or the horizontal integration of activities which cannot be segregated or separated into separate statistical units, e.g. the manufacturing of bakery products combined with the manufacturing of chocolate confectionery. In these situations the unit should be classified according to the rules set out below. 

 

6.    	TREATMENT OF MULTIPLE ACTIVITIES

	

		Enterprises, entities or units engaged in different activities, but for which the basic industrial statistics that            can not be reported separately, are classified on the basis of the principles set out hereunder: 



In the case of enterprises, entities or units that are engaged in activities assigned to more than one major division of the SIC, cognisance is taken of the main activity. If its principal activity is manufacturing, the enterprise, entity or unit is classified under manufacturing, on the other hand, if an enterprise, entity or unit is   principally engaged in trading, wholesale or retail, it is classified under trade. Retail sale of self-manufactured products is not considered a separate activity and is therefore classified under manufacturing and not under wholesale or retail trade. If, however, an enterprise, entity or unit may manufacture goods and, in addition to selling its manufactured goods to wholesale and/or retail entities, also buy goods for resale, it must be classified under two different subgroups, namely manufacturing and trade. 

  

	The principal activity is determined from the net values added by each different activity, i.e. the net value added in the case of manufactured goods and gross profit in the case of purchased goods resold (factored goods). Where this is not practicable, the gross output associated with each kind of activity is used as basis. In the case of enterprises, entities or units operating in the same major group or subgroup, the basis of classification is the gross income obtained from the various final products produced or products dealt in or services rendered.



6.3	Vertical integration of activities occurs where the different stages of production are carried out in succession by the same unit and where the output of one process serves as input to the next, for example, tree felling combined with sawmilling, a milling activity of which the output is used for the baking of bread, or a clay pit combined with a brickworks or the production of synthetic fibres associated with a textile mill’s activities, with regard to the classification, cognisance is taken of the nature of the final product. For example a clay pit may be combined with the production of pottery, china and earthenware and structural clay products and will be classified under the in�dustry indicated by the final product, namely under major group 342 at the appropriate subgroup, of the specific item indicated. 



         	This prin�ciple is, however, not applied to lime works, which for historical reasons, are classified under Major Division 2 (Mining and Quarrying). Other excep�tions are the production of gold bullion by smel�ting on gold mines, which is included with gold mining and classified at subgroup 23000, whereas the crushing of stone (which is normally carried out in conjunction with quar�rying) is classified under major Division 2 (Mi�ning and Quarrying), irrespective of whether such activities are carried out at stone quarries or else�where.             

           

6.4	In cases where the different activities of an enterprise have a significant bearing on the statistics concerned or of importance in the economy, the principle is adopted that the activities concerned are regarded as separate enterprises, entities or units and estimates of the basic indus�trial statistics are made if separate data are not avail�able. For example an enterprise that is engaged mainly in trading could also be manufac�turing certain products. The significant contribution of its manufacturing activities to the total pro�duc�tion statistics in the manufacturing subgroup concerned may necessitate the separating of the particular information from the other data and its inclusion in the subgroup concerned.   

             

6.5  	Horizontal integration is when an enterprise, entity or unit is engaged in several types of activities carried out simultaneously, using the same factors of production, but the unit cannot be segregated into separate statistical units e.g. the manufacturing of bakery products combined with the manufacturing of chocolate confectionery, the unit should be classified to the SIC class or subgroup with the largest share of value added by using the ‘top-down’ method. In this case, first, the appropriate highest classification (one-digit level) should be determined, then the lower (two- and three-digit) level, then the four-digit level and finally the subgroup on a five-digit level. If value added cannot be determined for the activities involved, approximations as set out in item 5.2, can be used, provided that the activities are consistent.  



	Example - Identifying the principal activity of an enterprise/business unit using the ‘top-down’ method



	The identification of the principal (main) activity is done in six steps:



1.	List the activities carried out by the unit, attributing to each appropriate major division (1-digit) of SIC the value added (or another relevant measure if it is not possible to calculate the value added - see item 5.2). Percentage is proposed as a calculation measure of determining the share.

2.	Determine the division of SIC (2-digit) that has the highest share of the chosen measure.

	3.	Within this division, determine the major division (3-digit) of SIC that has the highest share of the chosen measure.

	4.	Within this major division, determine the group (4-digit) of SIC that has the highest share of the chosen measure.

	5.	Within this group, determine the subgroup (5-digit) of SIC that has the highest share of the chosen measure.

	6.	Within this subgroup, determine the subgroup of SIC that has the highest share of the chosen measure. This classification code identifies the principal activity.��

The principal activity is, therefore: ‘35720 - Manufacture of machine tools’, although the subgroup with the biggest share of value added in the first table (28%), is subgroup: ‘61509 - Wholesale of other machinery’. If the allocation had been made directly to the subgroup with the largest share of value added (in the first table) this would have achieved the strange result of putting this enterprise or business unit outside manufacturing.



6.6	It must be mentioned that, whenever it is possible, even with integrated activities like the farming with grapes together with the manufacturing of wine on the farm by the same unit, if separate records or accounts are available for these activities, two different classification codes can be allocated to these separate activities. Otherwise the historical rule of classifying the integrated activities of grape farming together with the manufacturing of wine, having no separate records or accounts available, will apply and it will be classified at subgroup 11130.This will apply also to sugar, tea, coffee, chicken or cattle farming as the integrated activity with the manufacturing, packing, slaughtering, drying, preservation, etc. of these products by the same farming unit, if no separate records or accounts are available for the separate activities. However, if the farmer buys grapes or sugarcane from other farmers in order to produce the wine or sugar, it will be classified to manufacturing. The fishing and processing of the catch aboard fishing-boats (engaged in both fishing and processing) are classified under 13100 but the activities of ships or vessels (even on the open sea) engaged only in processing and preservation of fish, etc. (not involved in fishing) are classified under 30120 and the processing of whales on land or on special vessels, are classified under 30111. 

	Liquor off-sales, a bar casino or restaurant, which is part of the hotel, is included with the hotel, if separate records or financial statements are not available for them. Restaurants, catering services and bars included as part of accommodation facilities, which do not have separate financial accounts available, should be classified under accommodation at the relevant subgroup. 



	However, in specific cases discretion must be used and all the different rules must be scrutinised to find the classification that is best suited.

 

7.     	THE CLASSIFICATION OF GOVERNMENT ENTITIES/BUSINESS UNITS



   	In the Institutional Classification, government-owned and operated enterprises, entities or business units, are classified according to the same general principles as those governing the classification of these units in the private sector. The aim is to classify as ‘Public administration and defence’ (Division 91) only those enterprises, entities or business units engaged in activities of a purely governmental nature, such as the administration of justice, the collection of tax and defence. 



         	Examples of departments and divisions of departments of the National Government classified under industries other than ‘Public administration and defence’ include the Government Printing Works and the vaccine production of the Department of Agricultural Development. In the case of local goverment the activities of abattoir, electricity, gas, housing, market, passenger transport and water and sewerage divisions and cleaning services are grouped with similar business activities of the private sector. Agricultural control boards or previously, so-called Marketing boards, have been phased out and privatised and taken over by private enterprises and should rather be classified at 88140 instead of at 91109, where they were previously classified (excluding some boards still in process of being phased out by government will, till such time, be still classified at 91109).



 8.	E-COMMERCE



         	Business units receive orders and transact the sale of goods and services produced, by a variety of means

         	e.g. by telephone, fax, e-mail, TV, electronic data communication systems, cellular networks, Internet, etc. Many countries have chosen to describe the business transaction that transfers the ownership of goods or services, when it is done through the Internet or other electronic means, as e-commerce.

         

         	There are three stages in the transfer of the ownership of a good or service – the placement of the order, the payment and the delivery of the goods or services. E-commerce transactions may be defined to include situations where only the first, first and second, or all three stages are conducted through the Internet or other electronic means. 



         	For many business units, e-commerce is just one of the variety of means by which sales are transacted. The rules for the industrial classification of such units remains unchanged as they are classified to the industry of their principal activity. Increasingly, however, business units that sells goods and supply services through Internet are coming into existence. Such units should also be classified to the industry of their principal or main activity. Business units engaged in e-commerce will therefore be found in any industry of the SIC. It should be noted that in Retail Trade business units that undertake their sales exclusively or predominantly through the Internet, are classified within the Industry major group 625 (Retail sales not in stores) to subgroup 62590. Medi-care market and web site service providing and other services on web site, on contract basis or earning a fee for their services from a trader or for the queries handled for provision of a service,(except real trade transactions on the web), including other computer related activities not elsewhere classified (n.e.c.), will be classified at 86900. 

        

9.     	THE CLASSIFICATION OF ACTIVITIES CAR�RIED OUT ON A FEE OR CONTRACT BASIS



9.1    	Repair services



         	The principle adopted for classifying repair ser�vices is that all business units specialising in, or pri�marily engaged in any given type of repair work should be classified in the same division of the SIC as business units which, in addition to their main activity, undertake such repair services to a significant extent. In this manner the greater part of each type of repair service is brought together in the same category.



9.2   	In accordance with this principle, business units primarily engaged in or specialising in the fol�lowing repair services are classified under retail trade:  The repair of footwear, luggage, handbags and other leather goods; the repair, servicing and installation of electrical household and personal appliances such as radio and television receivers, sound recording equipment, gramophones, radio transmitting equipment and antennas in homes, household refrigerators, washing machines, irons and vacuum cleaners, bread and other food toasters and electric razors; watch, clock and jewel�lery repairs; the repair of lawnmowers; locks�mithing; blacksmithing, the repair of bicycles; and the repair of other consumer and personal goods such as binoculars, cameras and other photographic equipment, musical instruments and toys;  the repair of motor vehicles and motor cycles, in�cluding work done by panel-beaters and spray-painters and automotive electricians.



9.3    	Business units specialising in or primarily en�gaged in the repair and servicing of office and ac�counting machinery and of computers and com�puter peripheral equipment are classified under Division 86 (Computer and related activities).



9.4    	Business units specialising in the repair of fur�niture (including upholstery), factory equip�ment, ships and boats, railroad equipment and aircraft are classified under the same group as the business units manufacturing the class of commodity being repaired. Automotive engineering business units primarily engaged in reconditioning and/or rebuilding engines and other automotive parts (irrespective of whether this is done primarily for the trade or on own account) are included under Manufacturing.



9.5    	The renovation/repair of buildings is included under Construction.





9.6    	Other activities



         		Except in cases where there are special categories (e.g. transport, storage and packaging) business units carrying out activities on a fee or contract basis (e.g. irradiation) are classified under the same group as business units that do such acti�vi�ties for own account and at own risk.



10.   	PRODUCTION BY THIRD PARTIES



         	Enterprises, entities or units that sell goods under their own name and on their own risk but that have the actual production done by others are classified as if they produce the goods themselves, provided that they have considerable influence on the con�ception of the products e.g. according to their specification, or, in the case of the manu�facturing industry, that they own the materials to be transformed. Thus both parties get the same classification code.



11.	CODING SYSTEM OF THE SIC



	The numbers used to identify the major divisions, divisions, major groups, groups and subgroups of the SIC are arranged according to a decimal system. Each subgroup consists of five digits - the first digit denotes the major division, the first and second digits together the division, the first three digits together the major group, the first four digits together the group and the full five digits the subgroup.



	In cases where a given level of the classification is not further divided into categories of the next level of classification ‘0’ is used in the code position for the next more detailed level. For example the code for major group ‘Mining of gold and uranium ore’ is 230 since the division ‘Mining of gold and uranium ore’ (code 23) is not divided into major groups. The code for the group ‘Mining of iron ore’ is 2410 since the major group ‘Mining of iron ore’ (code 241) is not divided into groups. The code for the subgroup ‘Chrome’ is 24210 since the group ‘chrome’ (2421) is not divided into subgroups. On the other hand the group ‘Mining of chemical and fertilizer minerals’ received the code 2531 since the major group ‘Mining and quarrying n.e.c.’ (253) is divided into more than one group.



         	An exception to this rule has been made in major division 3. In order to accommodate 10 codes for divisions in this major division it was necessary to use code 30 instead of 31 for the first division code.



12.	DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE SIC AND ISIC (REV. 3.1)



12.1 	Differences in the coding system of the ISIC and SIC



	With the revision of ISIC a new coding system was used. A separation was introduced in the coding structure in order to make the classification responsive to the tabulation needs of certain users. A letter was used for the first digit to single out broad tabulation categories which was renamed into 17 sections, instead of 17 tabulation categories, in contrast to the coding itself which remained purely numerical at the two, three and four-digit levels. 



	For example:  the Section (A) in ISIC is equal to the Major division 1 (1-digit) in SIC;

     	     	 the Division (01) in ISIC is equal to the Division 11 (2-digit) in SIC;

                       	 the Group (011) in ISIC is equal to the Major group 111 (3-digit) in SIC;

                       	 the Class (0111) in ISIC is equal to the Group 1111 (4-digit) in SIC and the Group in SIC is 

		 further split into subgroups (5-digit), which actually corresponds with the class of the ISIC, 

		 which is used for classification purposes by Stats SA. 



	The SIC grouping was, however, retained in 10 major divisions in numerical order as before, except the SIC descriptions. A list of SIC divisions with corresponding ISIC tabulation and division codes appears on page     235. 



12.2	Other differences between the SIC and ISIC



	In this issue of the SIC it was endeavoured to follow ISIC as a rule. The following deviations were, however, necessary: In the Broad structure of part two of the ISIC, the 17 new sections, from A – Q, starting with ‘Agriculture’ and ending at ‘Extra-territorial organizations and bodies’, stayed the same, with the exception of P, which has changed from ‘Private households with employed persons’ to the new descriptions of: ‘Activities of private households as employers and undifferentiated production activities of private households’, which was also implemented in the SIC. 



In the detailed structure of part two of the ISIC, the following groups were split into two or more classes, (in the South African Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) group is referred to as major group, which was also implemented in the SIC) and other important changes:

Group 050 – ‘Fishing, aquaculture and service activities incidental to fishing’ (previously the word aquaculture was not included in the group of ISIC) and in the SIC at division 13, it was placed in brackets after the words ‘fish farming’, and adding ‘and services incidental to fishing’. 

Group 011, class 0113 of ISIC the ‘roasting of nuts’ and other processes are included here, thus the subgroup 30492 in the SIC, ‘Manufacture of nut foods’ are deleted accordingly; 

Group 515 – ‘Wholesale of machinery, equipment and supplies’ in ISIC, was changed in the SIC, splitting group 6150 into subgroups 61501 – ‘Wholesale of office machinery and equipment, excluding computers, peripheral equipment and software’, 61502 – ‘Wholesale for computers, computer peripheral equipment and software’, 61503 - ‘Wholesale of electronic parts and equipment’ and 61509 – ‘Wholesale of other machinery, equipment and supplies’, which means that 61502 and 61503 are new subgroups added to group 6150, and computers, computer peripherals and software are separated from office machinery in 61501;  the dismantling of end-of-life vehicles (dismantling of cars, wholesale in car wrecks, sale of parts from car wrecks to private persons and professional users) was placed under ISIC 5149 (SIC 61490) but we place it at SIC 63320;



Group 722 - ‘Software consultancy and supply’ in ISIC was split into two classes and also in the SIC the group 8620 was split into subgroups 86201 – ‘Software publishing’ and 86209 – ‘Other software consultancy and supply’;

Division 75 – ‘Public administration and defence; compulsory social security in ISIC was split into two groups (9110 and 9120) in SIC, allocating further 7 new subgroups as follows:

Defence Force (Air Force, Army, Fleet of RSA) was allocated subgroup 91103 (previously ‘Self-governing territories and their lower authorities’, which was phased out in 1994 in RSA;

Police Service was allocated subgroup 91104; and Correctional Service was allocated subgroup 91105; subgroup 91106 was newly added with description of “other provincial activities by other entities’; 

at subgroup 91200 for Regional Service Councils this subgroup was replaced by Local government activities (previously subgroup 91300 – no longer in existence) which was split into Metropolitan municipalities at 91201, district municipalities at 91202 and local municipalities at 91209

Groups 801 to 809, classes 8010 and 8090 in ISIC for ‘Educational services’, which was previously major group 920 in the SIC for which, the major group was split into two groups (9201, 9202) and into 6 subgroups (92011 – 92019 for General education and for further education and training and 92021 – 92029 for Higher education and training) to accommodate the new educational guidelines and grouping of different existing institutions, colleges and universities in RSA; 

Group 851, Class 8512 - 'Medical and dental services’ in ISIC has been split into 3 subgroups, with a new subgroup 93123 added in SIC for other non-professional doctors, sangomas, faith-healers, etc.;

Group 950 in ISIC, split into three groups namely:

950 – ‘Activities of private households as employers of domestic staff’ and accordingly in SIC allocating it to subgroup 01000 with the same heading (previously ‘Private households with employed people’ in SIC);

960 – ‘Undifferentiated goods-producing activities of private households for own use’ for which the SIC subgroup 02000 was allocated (previously ‘Extra-territorial organizations’ in SIC); 

970 – ‘Undifferentiated service-producing activities of private households for own use’ for which the SIC subgroup 03000 was allocated (previously in SIC). Thus it caused allocation of new codes in SIC to ‘Extra-territorial organizations’, namely subgroup 04000 and to ‘Representatives of foreign governments’ subgroup 05000 was allocated. Further subgroups 06000, 07000 and 08000 were added by Statistics SA to accommodate Population Census and Household Surveys.

Further changes were as follow:

In ISIC class 2213 the words ‘recorded media’ was replaced with ‘Publishing of recorded music’, and was also implemented in the SIC at subgroup 32430; Div. 50 of the ISIC is placed after Wholesale and Retail in the SIC at Division 63; Div. 724’s reads ‘Database activities and on-line distribution of electronic content’ in ISIC and changed accordingly in SIC at subgroup 86400. In RSA we do not have commission agents or auctioneers under Retail trade, Division 62, but only under Wholesale trade under Division 61 and under Motor trade, Division 63. 



12.3	DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE SIXTH AND FIFTH EDITIONS OF THE SIC

         

       	While the fifth edition of the SIC which was based on ISIC Rev. 3, this edition of the SIC is based on ISIC Rev. 3.1. Since that ISIC Rev. 3.1 departs from ISIC Rev. 3 in many instances, differences also occur between this edition and the previous edition of the SIC.



       	Further the order of parts of the latest descriptions has changed, slightly rephrased in cases, but it corresponds mostly with that of the previous SIC, with new items or new exclusions added to each group’s description, although some groups were not furnished with exclusions in the ISIC. There were description changes, new exclusion and inclusions added by Stats SA. Stats SA follows historical classification rules, e.g. when a person farming with grapes and also manufactures wine from that grapes, on the farm, which will be classified with subgroup 11130, except when financial accounts or data are available for the different activities. 



        	Changes in the sixth edition of SIC, are as follows:

classifying ‘olives’ now under subgroup 11130, which was under subgroup 11120 before, adding ‘except olives’ behind the description in 11120, also adding integrated gathering of sap and production of maple syrup and sugar in the description at 11120;

nuts are now included with fruit at 11130; 

the gathering of berries and nuts are classified to subgroup 11130 (including ‘the gathering of berries or nuts, even in the wild’ in the wording), instead of at 12100 (mentioning ‘except mushroom, truffles, berries or nuts’ in the description of 12100); 

at 11220 crocodile farming was added;  

for ‘farm’ animal boarding, breeding, care and training of farm animals for farmers (except of pet animals), see 11400 but the training of dogs for security purposes is now included under 88920 and the boarding and training of ‘pet’ animals are included under 99090; the grooming of pet animals and their salons are classified under 99090 instead of under 93200, but the medical treatment for animals stays under 93200; societies for the prevention of cruelty to animals will now be placed under 95990 instead of under 93200 (see 88920, 99090 and 93200 respectively in tables);

added (Aquaculture) and service activities incidental to fishing behind ‘Fish hatcheries and fish farms’ at the description in the different tables at group 1320;

at mining the complete description for diamonds has changed, a few words inserted and at subgroup 29000 we added: mining of coal and lignite or other minerals and metals at mines or mining processes done for the mine on contract, e.g. beneficiation, crushing, agglomeration, etc., shaft sinking at all kinds of mines on contract, except at crude oil mines, stone dust barrier installation at coal mines, installation of steel structures, vacuuming gold dust and transportation of it with cocopans or hobbers to refinery, underground inspection services on locomotives, shovels, drills, loaders, on fee or contract basis and the prospect drilling for water cover and for blasting, including back-filling of excavations underground to 

       extract pillars.                                                       

			

In the detailed structure and explanatory notes of part three of ISIC, which is called ‘Description of the Industries’ in the SIC, some of the major groups or groups were split into more than six subgroups, as the SIC was adapted and changed to suit our needs and local circumstances also by adding and changing descriptions:

at 30112 saugages like saveloys, bolognas, salami and also puddings, ‘andouilettes’, pâtés,  rillettes, boiled ham, meat extracts and juices were added;	

the ‘roasting of nuts’ and other processes like the manufacturing of nut foods and pastes and popcorn is 

	now classified under subgroup 30130, instead of under 30492 and 30499, thus the subgroup 30492 in the 

	SIC for ‘Manufacture of nut foods’ are deleted accordingly;

at subgroup 30320 inulin (Alant starch) was added, which was previously classified under 30499;

manufacturing of ice or ice-cubes for cooling purposes (except dry or industrial ice) classified at 30540, 

        which is a new subgroup created for it;

-      at subgroup 31220 the manufacture of needleloom felt floor coverings was added;		

at subgroup 31213 in the SIC detailed table, after ‘Manufacture of automotive textile goods’ the wording  

	added in brackets, reads ‘e.g. loose textile seat covers for motor vehicles, excluding ‘seat belts’, as seat 

	belts falls under 38309, as part of motor vehicle parts; 

at subgroup 31230 the wording ‘large’ was added before fishing nets and the word ’small’ added before landing nets for sport fishing at subgroup 39230 to differentiate between the different fishing nets, as they both could be included in subgroup 31230 before this separation;

the manufacture of wooden kitchen cabinets, bookcases, wardrobes and other furniture (standing or not), of which the non-standing furniture was previously classified at 32220, is now classified to 39103; 

the words ‘musical books’ was deleted in the heading at subgroup 32410 and the musical books or printed music sheets was reclassified to 32430 and at the heading of 32430 the words ‘recorded media’ was replaced with the words ‘Publishing of  music’; 

at 32600 reproduction from movies on DVD or similar media (film duplicating), stiffy (flexible disc), hard or compact discs was added;

the manufacture of asphalt materials for road building and other purposes are included under 33290,  which was previously under 33100;

manufacturing of synthetic or artificial diamonds (zirconia/zirconium oxide) are placed under 33100, which was previously classified at 33290;

Bio-fuel manufacturing is a new fuel product of organic origin from fermentation or synthetic ethanol (from organic products) and other chemicals which was added at 33240; 

at 33300 we deleted the manufacture of or enrichment of uranium as it is no longer done in RSA but added fissile material production;

glycerol as a by-product from ethanol (fermented and synthetic ethanol) as well as the fermented or synthetic ethanol were added at 33410 together with production of charcoal-like substance through the distillation of wood,  roasting of iron pyrites and dry or industrial ice from carbonate dioxide/ozone gas;

the manufacturing of  body  supplements, e.g. proteins, carbohydrates, diet bars and sweets, and also

       Q-acetylsalicicyclic acid was added at 33530;

in the detailed tables at 33593 the wording ‘rubber cements’ was added and in the description of group 3359 asphalt-based and plastic-based adhesives were added and accordingly deleted at 34299, adding ‘except adhesives’ after the heading ‘Other non-metallic products n.e.c.’ at 34299 in the detailed tables;

at 33599 unrecorded CD (compact disc), stiffy, optical/video digital disc (DVD), memory stick was added; 

the printing and engraving of metals on a contract or fee basis at 35521 excludes engraving for the general public on demand (excluding jewellers) on trophies, glass, jewellery, etc., including sandblasting on glass and window-etching on cars,  is placed at 39295 but ‘while-you-wait’ services being immediately done, are under 62609; 

the manufacturing of cutlasses, swords, bayonets and similar arms are now classified under 35530 instead of under 35599 and at 35599 the  manufacturing of big (35 ton) steel pots and the repairs for the smelting of aluminium and the manufacturing of  uninsulated cable were added; 

all kinds of lawn mowers, whether electrical, power-driven or not, are classified under 35710 including the hand-driven lawn  movers, previously classed under 35530;

at 35620 the manufacture of fluid power equipment, hydraulic and pneumatic(air/wind) engines and motors that consists of powerful pumps was added; 

the wording ‘general type’ was added at 35690 before ‘manufacturing of calendering and other rolling machines’ and the following wording of ‘ the manufacture of textile calendering or other rolling machines and cylinders thereof (except rolls for metals or glass) specially designed to work a particular material or flatten textiles’ was added at 35760 as a completely new inclusion together with embroidering machine and  carpet making, tufting and finishing machine; 

the manufacture of textile machinery for preparing, producing, extruding, drawing, texturing or cutting man-made textile fibres, materials or yarn was added at 35760 but deleted at 35790; 

at 35790 the manufacture of dryers for wood, pulp, paper or paperboard, semi-conductor manufacturing machinery, industrial robots, pattern making machinery or moulds and the graining of patterns and moulds (by third party), industrial solar heating panels and systems, and industrial and centrifugal clothes dryers were added; 

at 35900 the manufacture of keyboards, mice, joysticks, pens and graphic tablets, magnetic or optical readers and writers (scanners), computer storage devices (central processing units), compact disc (CD) writers and digital versatile disc (DVD) writers was added;

subgroup 36400 for accumulators, primary cells and primary batteries was completely changed;

at 36500 chandeliers, table, desk, bedside or floor-standing lamps, neon-signs, outdoor and road lighting, touch lamps, non-electric, gas, miner’s carbide lights or lamps and lighting for other vehicles was added;

at  37200 the manufacture of mobile telephones e.g. cellular phone, cordless phone, data communications equipment: routers, gateways, hubs, bridges, modems, network switches, installation and repair of telecommunication systems by these concerns was added;

at 37300 the manufacture of digital audio and visual players and recorders (e.g.  CD, DVD, MP3, MP4 players and recorders), cable converters, TV decoders, sound electro-acoustic apparatus, conference systems, portable sound systems was added;

at 37410 the manufacture of ultrasonic diagnostic equipment,  scintillation scanners, medical scanners, nuclear magnetic resonance apparatus, isotonic/isotronic hydraulic fitness equipment was added;        

at 38301-9 the manufacture of exhaust pipes, catalysers, plastic or sheet metal, grills and fenders, car seats for car manufacturers, parts and accessories of bodies: airbags, doors, bumpers, inlet and exhaust valves of internal combustion engines were added; 

the breaking-up of ships (ship-breaking) and the dismantling was previously included under subgroup 38410, but now placed under 39510, adding at 38410 the building of lifeboats for all kinds of ships (other than rowing boats), submarines, lighters, floating cranes; 

the descriptions for subgroups 39510 and 39520 for recycling of metal and non-metal waste and scrap respectively, has been expanded considerably and can be found under the description for 35910 and 39520 but it excludes the following: incineration, dumping, burying, of waste, treatment and disposal of transition radio-active waste from hospitals, toxic waste, contaminated waste food, beverage and tobacco waste, which cannot be recycled, (placed at 94000), re-manufacturing from secondary recycled materials as well as from their own products, waste manufactured (under divisions 30-39), reselling of dismantled or used parts or sale of waste as is (under divisions 61, 62, 63), etc.

motor vehicle seats upholstery on request still falls under 39103 but manufacturing of car seats by motor vehicle concerns, are placed at 38309, that of locomotive seats are placed at 38500 and of aircraft are placed at 38600 but no longer under 39103;

piano tuning which was previously under39220 has now been included with 62602 for repairs, servicing and installation of household and personal appliances;

manufacture of all kinds of cigarette lighters, matches, matchboxes and match-booklets are now classified under 39299 and the matches are not under 33592 anymore;

at 41112 the activities of electric power brokers or agents that arrange the sale of electricity via power distribution systems operated by others was added;

at 41200 the activities of gas brokers or agents that arrange the sale of gas via gas distribution systems operated by others was added;

production and distribution of chilled water for cooling purposes to industries was added to 41300 . 

	

	Division 50 for Construction has been changed as follows:

shaft sinking, previously under 50100, are included at 50240 now but shaft sinking on contract for mines 

(except for service incidental to oil and gas mines under 22120), are classified at 29000 – Services incidental to mines, adding also at 50100 the sale of materials from demolished structures, stripping of contaminated top soil and sealing of soil, drainage of agricultural/forestry land, clearing of mines and detonation from construction sites; 

the erection on site of missile silos are classified under 50220 now as they are considered as on site  construction, adding also  maintenance on roads and toll roads done by civil contractors, maintenance of electric lines (for Eskom) by civil contractors, construction of water-, run-, pedestrian-, vehicular or motorways, dykes, locks and marinas; 

the building of swimming pools for public use is classified to 50220 but swimming pools for private use are classified under 50230;

dredging services at harbours (741), mining sites, rivers (501), etc., is no longer  classified under 74133 or 50100 respectively, but are now included under civil engineering construction at 50220; 

the erection and dismantling of scaffolding and cranes for construction, which was under 50230, are now placed under 50240 as it is done by special trade contractors but the renting of scaffolding together with operators for erection and dismantling, are placed under 50500 and the renting of scaffolds without operators, will be classified under 85220 (see 85220 in table);

-	pump installation, water well digging and drilling were under 50230 but is now classified under 50240;

sheet metal work in all structures and installation of gutters, which was previously under 50310, are now placed at 50240; 

at 50390 the installation of fire sprinkler systems, petrol pumps and electric solar energy collectors was added;

shopfitting and the installation of shelves, cupboards and counters for shops, was under 50330 before but this subgroup has been deleted and a new subgroup, namely 50420, was created for that;

at 50490 application in buildings or other construction projects of interior and exterior plaster or stucco, including related lathing materials, the installation of not self-manufactured doors, windows, door and window frames, staircases, of wood or other materials, adding a door to a corner to change it into a cup-

board or the built-in of already manufactured cupboard parts or fitted kitchens, by a person or contractor, interior completion such as ceilings, wooden wall coverings, movable partitions, the laying, tiling, hanging or fitting in buildings or other construction projects of: ceramic, concrete or cut stone wall or floor tiles, ceramic stove fittings, parquet  and other wood floor coverings, carpets and linoleum, rubber or plastic floor coverings, terrazzo, marble, granite or slate floor or wall coverings, installation of glass, mirrors, asbestos removal work were added.

 

         	In RSA we do not have commission agents or auctioneers under Retail trade, Division 62, but only under Wholesale trade under Division 61, and under Motor Trade, Division 63. Importers and exporters who does this for other clients on commission basis, are normally classified under 61109, but if a manufacturer or wholesaler imports or exports products himself, to be used as part of another manufactured product or for resale, importing or exporting purposes, they will be classified either at the specific subgroup for manufacturing or wholesale, depending on the kind of item.

	-      sales by auctioneers , including on Internet or on a web site is included at 61103;

wholesale of floor coverings are now placed at subgroup 61399, which was at 61310 before, including the  

	installation of floor coverings by the wholesaler, as part of his activities, except if done by contractors, which will be classified at 50490  and tents and tarpaulins, previously under 61310, are now placed at 61399;	

the wholesale of lawnmowers, however operated, is placed under 61509, which was under 61399 before;

wholesale of blank video tapes, cassettes, floppy, compact disc (CD) or digital versatile disc (DVD) is included with recorded audio and video tapes and cassettes at 61399 as blank and recorded are not being separated in wholesale or retail like in the ISIC; 

-	the cutting of steel by wholesalers are placed under 61420, except if part of the manufacturing of steel, it 

 	is classified at 35101;  

the wholesale sales of worked diamonds and other precious and precious stones are classified under 61393 but the rough uncut stones or diamonds are placed under 61490, except if diamonds are directly sold as part of the mining thereof (excluding marketing divisions), which will be classified at 25200; 

at 61430 the following were added: tubes, pipes, fittings, taps, T-pieces, connections, rubber and copper pipes, hammers, saws, screwdrivers, hand tools, industrial wires and switches for other installation equipment;

at 61490 aniline, printing ink, essential oils, industrial gases, chemical glues, colouring matter,                         synthetic resin, methanol, scents and flavourings, soda, industrial salt, acids and sulphurs, starch derivatives, agrochemical products, rubber, textile fibres, paper in bulk, washing, steam cleaning of collected scrap bottles for resale to factories or other dealers, rough or raw diamonds, precious stones or semi-precious stones (bought from mines), wholesale of metal and non-metal waste and scrap and materials for recycling  (scrap paper, plastic, glass) and selling to possible users (except of cars), without a real transformation process like smelting;

the group 6150, for machinery was split into subgroups 61501 – ‘Wholesale of office machinery and equipment, excluding computers, peripheral equipment and software’, 61502 – ‘Wholesale for computers, computer peripheral equipment and software’, 61503 - ‘Wholesale of electronic parts and electronic equipment and  communication equipment’ (added ‘electronic’ before equipment and ‘communication equipment’ after that, including at the headings of the detailed tables) and  61509 – ‘Wholesale of  other machinery , equipment and supplies’, which meant that 61502 and 61503 are new subgroups added to group 6150, and computers, computer peripherals and software are separated from office machinery in 61501; 

the wholesale of telephone and communications equipment are classified under 61503 now, which was under 61509 before; 

the wholesale of electronic parts, printed/integrated circuits and semi-conductor devices, is placed under 61503 now, which was under 61509 before;

at 61909 the following to be sold as a single product were added: packaging materials, of any kind and PVC textile, waterproofing compound, metal can or bottle dealing (buying a single product like bottles to resell to other retailers or wholesalers), plastic containers, artificial flowers or plants, car crate, cask or coffin,  hand-drawn vehicle and supermarket trolleys,  industrial goggles selling and distribution of sawdust or scobb or manure to farmers (not general public).



	The following changes for retail trade, motor trade, hotels and restaurants:

retail trade in radio and television equipment, record players, video and DVD machines are classified at 

62330 and blank, unrecorded or recorded audio and video tapes, CD or DVD and diskettes, are placed under 62399, which were previously classified under 62330 and cell phones and cellular airtime cards and packages are classified at 62399;

the retail of lawnmowers, however operated are now under 62399, which was under 62340, for hardware 

       before;   

in retail at 62393 we also place shops only selling spectacles, sunglasses and spectacle frames, without testing, but opticians are classified under class 93191; 

smokers’ requisites, previously classified under 62399, has been shifted to 62209 and added together with tobacco and at 62399 we added retail in costume jewellery; 

linen ware has been placed at both 62323 and 62330, which has now been added only at 62330, together with other textile articles, as 62323 is for linen materials; 

at 62590 for sales not in stores, direct sale from ordering via television, radio, telephone and Internet, were added (excluding when this is done as part of other business activity);

 locksmith shop (repairs - general public, not in conjunction with manufacturing) was added at subgroup 62609;

all the ‘while-you-wait services’ for printing on textile articles, or the finishing of textiles as an immediate service, is a new addition to 62609, excluding printing on contract on not self-manufactured textiles, which will be classified at 32510 and at 62602 piano tuning (see 39220 above) was added in the description; 

the following was added at 63319: car (automotive) radio, cassette player, air-conditioner, battery (sold mostly as new parts), including the installation of these items; 

hotels, motels and inns can be graded by the Tourism Grading Council of South Africa and placed on their database, which was added in the detailed tables at the subgroup headings;

the restaurant facilities operated in connection with the provision of lodging and bars and off-sales of hotels operated as an integral part of a hotel remain classified in subgroup 64101, except if separate data for the different activities, can be furnished;

at 64109 the following was added to the description: holiday chalets, cottages, visitor’s flats and bungalows, including of nature reserves, student houses, student residences, hostels and student communes, boarding schools (which is fairly long-term stay but not permanent and allocated specific for students),  hostels for migrant workers, etc.  

the heading of subgroup 64203 has been changed to ‘Take-away counters/fast food outlets (not as part of restaurants)’ in the detailed tables;

‘supply of prepared meals to airlines, banquets, corporate hospitality functions’ was added to description  

	of 64204.

       	

         	In the transport, storage and communication major divisions the following changes:

       and funicular at heading of 71212) and the operation of gambling cruises is also newly added to 96490 in 

       SIC as it is not considered to be part of division 72;

the railroad car cleaning services, is classified under 88930 now, but previously classified at 74139 in the SIC; 

the arranging of made-to-measure tours, the accommodation and transportation for travellers and tourists, the sale of packaged tours, the furnishing of the tickets, the activities of local tourist information offices and accommodation offices, and advertising tours on websites, are included in subgroup 74140 as part of travel agencies and tour operators’ activities;

at 75200 for Telecom we added: Public pay telephone services, cellular network and service providers, Internet access providers.

at 81110 the ‘Corporation of Public Deposits’ was  replaced by the ‘Banking Council of South Africa’;

for banking at 81121, credit cards or smart card issuing to clients, falls under the banking, the printing and publishing of cards falls under 32490 and just printing of cards falls under 32510, the mass recording of info onto cards falls under 32600, just manufacturing of plain unrecorded plastic cards falls under 33800, loading of a magnetic strip onto a card falls under 33599 and loading of a chip onto a card falls under 37100, the printing and supply of sim and telephone cards by MTN, Tellkom, Vodacom or CellC falls under 75200 and credit or smart cards for money-lending institutions falls under 81920; 

the description of 81222 for ‘Building societies’, phased out in RSA, was replaced with the description

		‘Specialised credit granting house purchase institutions’.

at 83112  the dealing in financial markets on behalf of others on fee, commission  or contract, the following was added: share dealing, broking and underwriting, securities valuation, brokerage and dealing and commodity future/contracts brokerage or dealing;

at 83190 – Financial advisors, analysts and financiers (advisory services on short-term portfolio management that are normally offered by financial intermediaries), stock brokers, stock jobber (trader or speculator), share registry service, bill broker; franchisers’ activities, selling and licensing services of franchises; mercantile factor services; ownership registration of valuables, Global Traders that offers Contracts for Difference (CFD) and Spread Trading on 100’s of the most actively traded local and international financial products, stock indices, currencies, commodities, interest rates and equities, directly on the web site, were added; 

at 83200 - Provide other employees benefits and insurance related services such as claims adjustment and third party administration; investigations in connection with insurance, settling insurance claims, appraising insurance claims; risk assessors, damage evaluators; Superannuation fund management and commission agents therefore; 

the operation of an furnished apartment hotel (long-term stay) are classified at 84110, but short-term classified  to major group 641, depending on the accommodation used, also at 84110 residential mobile home sites; exhibition halls, convention or conference centres; factories, warehouses, etc., of self-owned residential or commercial property (by a landlord), (except by  agents); private old age home (rented units from owner), earning rent were added;

 the development of real estate up to the infra-structure provision (water and lights connection provided and also street lights, without any construction) are classified at 84120; but if a developer also build houses on those properties developed, the classification changes to construction, either at 50211 for houses or 50219 if for other kind of buildings, depending on the case;

at 84130 - Old age homes, owned and bought by retired persons, paying only levies (going back to original owner, home or corporate after death); time-share resort accommodation operation and management thereof; own investment in property (not by other persons or intermediaries), 

at 84210 - Real estate escrow agents (as third party, keeping property in bond till payment is made or conditions  of payment are met); real estate body corporate management services; intermediation in buying, selling and renting, including property auctioneers; managing and appraising  and valuing real estate on a fee or contract basis; appraisal services for real estate and property rent collectors were added;  

renting changes at 85110 - Horse trailers, motorcycles, caravans and campers, railroad vehicles or stock,  etc.; renting of containers; renting of pallets; 

at 85210 mowers including lawn, hay or other mowers and cutter bars, agricultural self-loading or self-unloading trailers or semi-trailers, ploughs, manure spreaders, seeders, harrows, weeders, hoes, thinners,    harvesting or threshing machinery, threshers, balers, sorters, milking machines, spraying machinery , poultry- and bee-keeping and equipment for preparing fodder, machinery for cleaning, sorting or grading machines for eggs, fresh fruit and other crops;

at 85220 - scaffolds and work platforms renting, without operators for erection and dismantling, earth moving machinery and bulldozers added; 

at 85290 - Electro-cardiographs, optical instruments, professional photographic equipment, amusement or coin arcade game machinery renting added;

at the description for subgroup 86300 web hosting was added; 

at subgroup 86400 after ‘Database activities’, the words ‘and on-line distribution of electronic content’ was added; also for the exclusive, on-line publishing of all published products and of electronic content, like e-books, web search portals, Internet search sites, Internet game sites, Internet entertainment sites, see 86400, which excludes on-line publishing combined with traditional printing classified at groups 3241 to 3249; 

the following were added to the description: at 86500 - Typewriters, manual or electric photocopy or thermo-copy machines, electronic calculating machines, hand-held or desk-top, cash registers, etc.

at 86900 added  e-commerce, medi-market, website and other service provider on contract or fee earnings (except real trade on web and on-line distribution of electronic content like publications), computer disaster recovery and software installation (not part of IT software consultancy/supply). Repairs at 86500 for the office machinery and office equipment (is not included in manufacturing but are always classified under 86500 but for the manufacture and installation of office and accounting machinery and computers, see 35900); 

at 87120 animal cloning, forest and horticulture research e.g. genetic manipulation of seeds (hydroponics), seed hybridisation (in labs), wine research added;

at 87130 dental neurological, veterinary, bacteriological laboratory research added;

a new subgroup has been created, namely, 87150 in the detailed tables (read extended/new 87150), on request of HSRC, for Biotechnology research, which was included under 87190 before;

at 87200  ‘archealogy’ was added to social sciences, which was under 87190 before; 

at market research and public opinion polling at 88130, call centres/call centre agents were  incorrectly included, which were reclassified to 88999 together with cellular phone service booth or shop or on streets and Telecampaigning was added to 88130;  

at 88140 previously so-called Marketing boards for agricultural products like maize, wool – now privatised placed now under 88140 (was under 91109) (excluding non-phased out marketing boards - still under 91109 till out phased), also adding TV+ Internet public-pay management (Multi-choice), advise businesses on training and compile manuals therefore;

at 88211 machinery and industrial plant design was added;

at 88214 land and boundary surveying, cartographic (map-making) and spatial information activity (include aerial photography therefore) was added;

at 88215 seismic survey and survey data analysis, oil and gas field exploration, subsurface surveying activities was added;

weather forecasting activities, being previously placed under government at 91101, is now placed under  a new SIC code created, namely 88219 for weather forecasting and adding other technical consultants (other than engineering), n.e.c, also changing the headings in the tables of the list of major divisions (882), in the detailed tables at 882 and 8821 and included it under Table 2 of the correspondence tables; 

at 88220 the following was added: ‘laboratory testing of products, except by pathologists, periodic road-safety testing of motor vehicles, testing with the use of models or mock-ups (e.g. of ships, aircraft, dams, etc.), compile standard definitions for company classifications, medical terms’;

the creation and placing of  advertisements on the Internet and other media for clients, and supply of    

music on hold for telephone advertisements for companies (exclude telecampaigning); display of advertisement and other advertising designing are added to the description of  88311 as part of advertising agent activities;

previously we placed the services of graphic designers under 88311 but now it is under 88999;

security activities in the field of public transportation such as luggage and passenger inspection at airports as well as patrol activities on trains and in subways and the pre-qualification of alarms and the actual calling of police or ambulances, coin security armoured vehicles for banks, private investigators and the training of dogs are included in the description of 88920; 

at 88930 the following was added: cleaning of industrial machinery and plant, disinfecting and exterminating activities for buildings, ships, trains (rats, insects, ants), cleaning of trains, buses, planes, etc., cleaning of inside of road and sea tankers, also changing the classification of railroad car cleaning services from adding it to 88920 now, which was previously classified at subgroup 74139;

88940 the photography for commercials (advertising photography), publishers, fashion, real estate or tourism purposes, etc. and aerial commercial photography (excluding aerial mapping) are included here and coin-operated personal service machines taking photos at booths, classified at 88940 before, was reclassified to 99090 and, adding the wording ‘except microfilming’ behind ‘other business activities’ at heading of 88999; 

microfilming and microfiche, are included with 88940 which was classified at 88999 before; adding to 88999 also the Testbest centre or other agency services, arranging for car roadworthiness testing and for all motor and other licence attainment, graphic designers and PostNet service businesses.

						

The descriptions for National Government were changed completely and at 91101 weather forecasting has been excluded and placed at 88219. Further new subgroups allocated in the SIC for the use of Household Surveys were:

Provincial government at 91102 is a newly allocated subgroup added because government has been extended on provincial level, with its own extra-budgetary accounts and funds as Government;

Defence Force (Air Force, Army, Fleet of RSA) was allocated subgroup 91103 (previously ‘Self-governing    

       territories and their lower authorities’, which was phased out in 1994 in RSA;

Police Service was allocated subgroup 91104; 

Correctional Service was allocated subgroup 91105, which also includes prison and maximum prison facilities design, management, provision, etc. by private concerns; 

subgroup 91106 was newly added with description of “Other provincial government activities by other entities’, the same as other government agencies but on provincial leve,l with its own extra-budgetary accounts and funds;

Further changes implemented were as follows:

Other Government agencies at 91109 with its own extra-budgetary accounts and funds acting on behalf of Government;

activities of the Independent Electoral Commission., which was previously classified under 95920,   were classified to 91109;

previously called marketing boards (now privatised) for agricultural products like wheat,wool, etc., which was previously classified under 91109, will now be placed under 88140 but some boards still in process of being phased out by government e.g. maize board will till such time, be still classified at 91109;

the SA Civil Aviation Authority, which was classified under 74134, is now reclassified to 91109;

at subgroup 91200 for Regional Service Councils this subgroup was replaced by Local government activities (previously subgroup 91300 – not in existence -  phased out) which was split into Metropolitan municipalities at 91201, District municipalities at 91202 and Local municipalities at 91209 of which the other municipalities (excluding local municipalities) are collecting the regional service levies.



In the SIC at ‘Educational services’, which was previously major group 920 (which were coded from 92001 up to 92009), was replaced and:

the major group was split into two groups (9201 and 9202) and into 6 subgroups namely: 92011 to 92019 for General (GET) education (Level 1) and Further (FET) education and training certificate (Levels 2-4) and 92021 to 92029 for Higher education and training (HET) certificate (Levels 5-8) to accommodate the new educational guidelines and grouping of different existing institutions, colleges and universities in RSA; note the new name for Technikons is Universities of Technology and that competitive school sport are included as part of education;

also at subgroup 92011, the day-care services provided to children of 0 to 5 years are regarded as pre-school (pre-primary) education (now called early childhood development), which was previously classified at 92001 but are now classified at 93300;  

the new group of 9201 for Grade R to 12,  does not include pre-school and after-school care centres at schools and pre-school education before grade R or 0, but now fall under the jurisdiction of the Department of Social Development (subgroup 93300). They are responsible for Early Childhood Development (ECD) for children from 0 to 5 years of age. These after-school centres are mostly run by private Non-Governmental Organisations (NGO’s) or ECD’s, offering it together with the stimulation and educational services for small children. They must all be registered with the Department of Social Development. Education can be oral, written, by means of radio, television, Internet, correspondence or other communication means.



The following changes regarding the activities of hospitals:

 at 93111 in the detailed tables and the descriptions of industries, after ‘general hospitals’ the wording ‘1 Military hospital’ was added and after ‘other hospitals’ at 93119, the wording ‘hospices, military- and prison sick-bays, overnight clinics ’ was added; 

hospices, military-base hospitals and sick-bays, rural area clinics providing overnight accommodation,  

        will be classified at 93119, except if it is a normal clinic, which will be under 93192; 

a new subgroup for ‘other non-professional doctors, sangomas, faith-healers, etc.’ was added at 93123 in the descriptions and different tables, 

at 93199 sperm-banks, transplant organ banks, ambulance transport of patients by any mode of transport 

	including air-ambulance, ambulance and rescue  activities, non-registered hair restoration  and activities of other residential health facilities or health farms, ‘(except hotels, hospitals, clinics, other health services n.e.c.)’ had been added in the description;

at 93200 the veterinary services now excludes grooming of pet animals and their beauty parlours, which is now classified to 99090 with other services n.e.c., (but including boarding for sick pet or farm animals at 95200) and the Society for prevention of cruelty to animals are also placed at 95990 (Activities of other membership organisations n.e.c.) instead of at veterinary services; 

‘meals-on-wheels’ by welfare organisations to old age homes (excluding frozen foods or pre-prepared    

meals or vacuum prepared meals by manufacturing concerns and caterer’s ‘meals-on-wheels’) are classified at subgroup 93300, but ‘meals-on-wheels’ for the general public will be classified to 64204, also adding ‘supply of prepared meals to airlines, banquets, corporate hospitality functions’ to 64204;

the heading for group 9400 was previously indicated as ‘Other Community, Social and Personal service activities’, which is incorrect and was changed by including Divisions 94, 95, 96 and 99 as the heading including all of these divisions but 94000 is now including only  sewerage disposal, collection, treatment;

group 9400 includes sewage and refuse disposal and collection and treatment services of household and industrial waste with little or no value, which cannot be recycled for any further use ( read description);

at 95990 the following was added: citizen’s initiative or protest movements, environmental and ecological movements, special interest groups such as touring clubs and automobile associations,  consumer associations, social and carnival clubs and rescue (membership) organisation operations;    

at 96111 the buying and selling of motion picture and video distribution rights are included and sound recording studios  and the production and publishing of movies on DVD, and production of master copies for records or audio material are also classified under 96111, of which the heading (in detailed tables) includes sound recording studios, as the sound recording was previously under 96490;

-	at 96120 the activities of cine-clubs are included;

ticket agencies, including Computicket,  that sell admission tickets, computerised or manually, or booking agencies, for motion pictures, dramatic art, music presentation, theatrical productions or video tape projection, is placed under 96190 (other agencies), which  was previously under 96490 excluding booking and ticket selling done for the show, production, concert, etc. at the same location where a event takes place, which will stay with 96140 at art activities; 

casting activities for motion pictures are now placed under 96140 instead of at 96190 and other casting agencies stay at 88999;

at 96410 for sporting activities, it excludes school sport – now under education to which the following activities were added: football, hockey, cricket, baseball stadiums, track and field stadiums, swimming pools and stadiums, ice-hockey arenas, boxing arenas, golf courses, bowling lanes, winter sports arenas and stadiums, ice-skating sports (except for recreation), activities of riding academies, riding/racing stable, including training for animals; 

hunting for sport or recreation e.g. hunting safaris and fishing for sport or recreation, which were both under 96490 before, but are now classified to 96410;

at other recreational activities (96490 ) the following were added: casino operations,  sale of lottery tickets and the operation (exploitation) of coin-operated gambling machines, operation (exploitation) of coin-operated games, operation of gambling cruises and rent of leisure equipment as part of activities;

at 99010 washing and (dry-)cleaning of textiles and fur articles (exclude households), only providing and cleaning linens, industrial work uniforms, diaper or baby nappies supply services, bridal gown preservation, but not renting -  renting of clothing and work uniforms, linen, etc. even if cleaning of these goods is an integral part of the renting activity, will be classified under 85300 but was previously included at 99010 with laundries;

at 99090 the following were added: coin-operated personal service machines (photo booths, weighing

	machines, machines for checking blood pressure, coin-operated lockers), valet car parkers, pet care

        services, animal boarding without health care, training , grooming of pets and beauty parlours for pets;

a new group, namely, subgroup 99999 – All kinds of depots’ was allocated on request for the BSF;

some of the new subgroups added, which was under Division 0, was divided into more subgroups, namely: subgroup 01000 – ‘Activities of private households as employers of domestic staff’, subgroup 02000 – ‘Undifferentiated goods-producing activities of private households for own use’ was allocated (previously ‘Extra-territorial organizations’) and subgroup 03000 – ‘Undifferentiated service-producing activities of private households for own use’ (previously ‘Representatives of foreign governments’). It caused allocation of new codes in SIC to ‘Extra-territorial organizations’ (previously subgroup 02000), to subgroup 04000 and to ‘Representatives of foreign governments’ (previously subgroup 03000) to subgroup 05000. Further codes added was 06000 for ‘Not economically active people, beggars, people living from handouts, charity, etc’, 07000 for ‘Unemployed people, people seeking work, etc’ and 08000 for ‘Unspecified activities’ as they have been added for use in Population Census and Household Surveys.

	Please read all the descriptions of these subgroups 01000 to 08000.



After a query to UN’s Hotline it was decided that manufacture of paper labels used on any article for prevention of theft, whether printed or not, including acustomagnetic tags and labels, static single activation or deactivation printed or high frequency paper tags, just warning about theft, will be classified at 32399. The manufacture of tags and labels of textile, see 31629 and of plastic, see 33800, acustomagnetic plastic card with embedded magnetic strip, see 33599 and for the manufacture of electronic proximity or electrostatic proximity labels, cards or tags, with an embedded integrated circuit showing a specific electronic reference of a stolen article, see 37100 (see inclusions at descriptions of the different subgroups – not in tables).

�		DESCRIPTIONS OF INDUSTRIES



		MAJOR DIVISION 1:  AGRICULTURE, HUNTING, FORESTRY AND FISHING



Major division 1 covers the exploitation of vegetal and animal natural resources. The major division comprises the activities of growing field crops, raising animals (livestock), the production of milk, wool and eggs, harvesting timber (forestry and logging), and harvesting other plants and animals from a farm or their natural habitats. Also included are activities such as commercial hunting and game propagation and fishing.



	DIVISION 11:  AGRICULTURE, HUNTING AND RELATED SERVICES



                         Division 11 distinguishes two basic activities:

                            Production of crop products (111: Growing of crops) and 

                            Production of animal products (112: Farming of animals).



Within major group 111 a distinction is made between field crops, which generally follow a yearly cycle (1111, 1112) such as cereal, vegetable or flower growing and; crops with a long cycle such as plantations (e.g. coffee, cocoa, etc.), vineyards and orchards (1113).



Within major group 112 (Farming of animals), the activities are grouped according to the type of animal and not according to the type of product produced (e.g. meat, milk, hide etc.) and without distinguishing between total confinement (non-grazing) and open range pasture farming.



Major group 113 (Mixed farming) breaks with the usual principles for identifying main activity. It accepts that many agricultural holdings have reasonably balanced crop and animal production, and that it would be arbitrary to classify them in one category or the other.



Certain operations such as soil preparation, planting, harvesting, baling, threshing, spraying and management, which are normally part of farm operation may be carried out by agricultural sup-port units on a fee or contract basis, as agricultural or animal husbandry (114) service activities. 



Agricultural activity excludes any subsequent processing of the agricultural products (classified under major division 301: Manufacture of food products, and division 306: Manufacture of tobacco products), beyond that needed to prepare them for the primary markets. However, as an exception to the general rule for classification of integrated activities, a unit growing grapes and producing wine at the same location is classified to 11, even though the output normally is the product of major division 301, except if separate financial accounts or data can be furnished. 



		The major division excludes field construction (e.g. agricultural land terracing, drainage, pre-paring rice paddies, etc.) classified in division 50 (Construction) and buyers and co-operative associations engaged in the marketing of farm products classified in division 61.

		Mining and quarrying is used here in a broad sense to include the extraction, dressing and beneficiating of minerals occurring naturally, for example solids such as coal and ores; liquids such as crude oil/petroleum and gases such as natural gas. Mining includes extraction by underground and surface mines, quarries and the operation of oil and gas wells and all supplemental activities for dressing and beneficiating ores and other crude materials, such as crushing, grinding, screening, washing, cleaning, drying, grading or sorting, concentrating ores, milling, melting, pelletising, topping, liquefication of natural gas, agglomeration of solid fuels and other preparation needed to render the crude material marketable. These operations are often accomplished by the units, which extracted the resource and/or others located nearby. Concentration of ores takes place by methods like dense media separation, magnetic separation, Light Induced Fluorescence separation, jigging, hydro-sizer separation, etc.                                       

	              	

		Mining activities are classified into divisions, major groups, groups and subgroups on the basis of the principal mineral produced. Divisions 21, 22 and 23 are concerned with mining and quarrying of energy producing materials (coal, lignite and peat, hydrocarbons, uranium ore); Divisions 24 and 25 are concerned with mining of non-energy producing materials (metal ores, various minerals and quarry products) and Division 29 with services incidental to mines, except that of group 2212.

		MAJOR DIVISION 3:  MANUFACTURING



                	Manufacturing is defined as the physical or chemical transformation of materials, substances or components into new products. The materials, substances or components transformed are raw materials that are products of agriculture, forestry, fishing, mining or quarrying as well as products of other manufacturing activities.

		

 	The units in the manufacturing section are often described as plants, factories, or mills and characteristically use power-driven machines and materials-handling equipment. However, units that transform materials or substances into new products by hand or in the worker’s home and those engaged in selling to the general public (retail) products, made on the same premises from which they are sold, such as bakeries and custom tailors, are also included in this section. 



    	Manufacturing units may process materials or may contract with other units to process their materials for them. Both types are included in manufacturing. 

	             

                 	The new product of a manufacturing unit may be finished in the sense that it is ready for utilisation or consumption, or it may be semi-finished to become an input for further manufacturing. For example, the product of the alumina refinery is the input used in the primary production of aluminium; primary aluminium is the input to an aluminium wire drawing plant; and aluminium wire is the input for a fabricated wire product manufacturing unit.



                        	Assembly of the component parts of manufactured products, is considered manufacturing. This includes the assembly of manufactured products from either self-produced or purchased components. Assembly of self-produced prefabricated components of constructions at the construction site is classified as manufacturing when the manufacturing and assembly are integrated activities. When the assembly is performed by separate units, the activity is appropriately classified in division 50 (Construction). Therefore, assembly on the site of not self-produced prefabricated, integral parts into bridges, water tanks, storage and warehouse facilities, railroad and elevated rights-of-way, lift and escalator, plumbing, sprinkler, central heating, ventilating and air conditioning, lighting, electrical and telecommunications wiring systems of buildings, and all kinds of structures, is classified in Construction.



 	Assembly and installation of machinery and equipment in mining, manufacturing, commercial or other units, when carried out as a specialised activity, is classified in the same group of manufacturing as the manufacture of the item installed.



	Assembly and installation of machinery and equipment, which is performed as a service incidental to the sale of the goods by a unit, primarily engaged in manufacturing, wholesale trade or retail trade, is classified with its main activity.



                        	Activities of units primarily engaged in maintenance and repair of industrial, commercial and similar machinery and equipment are, in general, classified in the same group of manufacturing as those specialising in manufacturing the goods. However, units engaged in repair of office and computing machinery are classified at group 8650. Units of which the main activity is the repair of household appliances, equipment and furnishings, motor vehicles and other consumer goods, are, as a general rule, classified in the appropriate group of division 63 (Sale, maintenance and repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles; retail sale of automotive fuel) or 62 (Retail trade, except of motor vehicles and motorcycles; repair of personal and household goods) in accordance with the kind of goods which are repaired. 



                      	Substantial alteration, renovation or reconstruction of goods is generally considered to be manufac�turing. Modification of a product, not changing it into a new product is not considered to be manufacturing e.g. cutting of steel or mixing of paint in wholesale and retail trade.



     	Manufacture of specialised components and parts of, and accessories and attachments to, machinery and equipment is, as a general rule, classified in the same subgroup as the manufacture of the machinery and equipment for which the parts and accessories are intended. Manufacture of unspecialised components and parts of machinery and equipment, e.g. engines, pistons, electric motors, electrical assemblies, valves, gears, roller bearings, is classified in the appropriate subgroup of manufacturing, without regard to the machinery and equipment in which these items may be included. However, making specialised components and accessories by moulding or extruding plastic materials is included in subgroup 33800 (Manufacture of plastic products).



                  The recycling of waste is also included in Manufacturing.



         		The irradiation of products is classified under the same group of Manufacturing as the manufacture or processing of the products irradiated, e.g. the irradiation of fresh or processed vegetables and fruit is classified under group 3013 (Processing and preserving of fruit and vegetables) and the irradiation of medical and surgical equipment under group 3741 (Manufacture of medical and surgical equipment and orthopaedic appliances).



                        	Packaging activities done for others on a fee or contract basis are classified under group 88950 (Packaging activities) major group 889 (Business activities n.e.c.).                       	This division is organised by activities dealing with different kinds of products: meat, fish, fruit and vegetables, fats and oils, milk products, grain mill products, animal feeds, other food products and beverages. Production can be done for own account, as well as for third parties, such as custom slaughtering.



                      	Some activities are considered manufacturing e.g. bakeries, pastry shops, and prepared meat shops, etc. which sell their own production, even though there is retail sale of the products, to the general public, in their own shop. However, where the processing is minimal and does not lead to a real transformation (e.g. butchers, fishmongers, etc.) the unit is classified to Wholesale and Retail Trade (major division 6). Production of animal feeds from slaughter waste or by-products is classified in 30330, while processing food and beverage waste into secondary raw material is classified to 39520, and disposal of food and beverage waste, which cannot be recycled, in 94000.

The primary breakdown of these major groups, is by units engaged in publishing, whether or not connected with printing, (major group 324) versus units engaged in printing only (major group 325). The breakdown of publishing activities into groups is based on the type of printed matter or recorded media published.



		The major group 324, includes units engaged in the publishing of newspapers, magazines, other periodicals, and books. In general, these units, which are known publishers, issue copies of work for which they usually possess copyright. Works may be in one or more formats including traditional print form and electronic form. Publishers may publish works originally created by others for which they have obtained the rights and/or works they have created in-house.



		The printing activities (major group 325) prints products, such as newspapers, books, periodicals, business forms, greeting cards, and other materials, and perform support activities, such as bookbinding, plate-making services, and data imaging. The support activities included here are an integral part of the printing industry, and a product (a printing plate, a bound book, or a computer disk or file) that is an integral part of the printing industry is almost always provided by these operations. 



		Processes used in printing include a variety of methods used to transfer an image from a plate, screen or computer file to some medium, such as paper, plastics, metal, textile articles, or wood. The most prominent of these methods is to transfer the image from a plate or screen to the medium (lithographic, gravure, screen, and flexographic printing). A rapidly growing new technology uses a computer file to directly ‘drive’ the printing mechanism to create the image and new electrostatic and other types of equipment (digital or non-impact printing).



		Though printing and publishing can be carried out by the same unit (a newspaper, for example), it is less and less the case that these distinct activities are carried out in the same physical location. When publishing and printing are done in the same unit, the unit is classified in major division 324 – Publishing, even if the receipts for printing exceeds those for publishing. 



		Units engaged in both on-line publishing of other publishing are included under major division 324, e.g. a newspaper publisher who also publishes an on-line version of the newspaper e.g. on Internet.

These major groups also cover the manufacture for own account of characteristic products (e.g. coke, butane, propane, petrol, kerosene, fuel oil, nuclear fuel, etc.) as well as processing services (e.g. custom refining, treatment of nuclear waste).

 

		These major groups include the manufacture of gases such as ethane, propane and butane as products of petroleum refineries. It includes new work, repair, additions and alterations, the erection of pre-fabricated buildings or structures, on site, and also constructions of temporary nature.



		General construction is the construction of entire dwellings, office buildings, stores and other public and utility buildings, farm buildings, etc., or the construction of heavy constructions such as motorways, streets, bridges, tunnels, railways, airfields, harbours and other water projects, irrigation systems, sewerage systems, industrial facilities, pipelines and electric lines, sport facilities, etc. This work can be carried out on own account or on a fee or contract basis. Portions of the work and sometimes even the whole practical work can be subcontracted out to trade contractors. The construction of buildings, roads, etc., on the mining site, remains in construction. 

		

		Special trade construction includes the construction of parts of buildings and civil engineering works or preparation therefore. It is usually specialised in one aspect common to different structures, requiring specialised skills or equipment. Activities such as pile-driving, shaft sinking, foundation work, water well drilling, carcass work, concrete work, brick laying, stone setting, scaffolding, roof covering, etc., are covered. The erection of steel structures is included, provided that the parts are not produced/manufactured by the same unit. Erection of cement structures is included. Special trade construction will mostly be carried out under subcontract, but especially in repair construction, if it is done directly for the owner of the property



		Building installation activities includes the installation of all kind of utilities that make the construction function as such. These activities are usually performed at the site of the construction, although parts of the job may be carried out in a special shop. Included are activities such as plumbing, the installation of heating and air-conditioning systems, antennas, alarm systems, and other electrical sprinkler systems, elevators and escalators, etc. Also included are insulation work (water, heat and sound), sheet metal work, commercial refrigerating work, installation of illumination and signalling systems for roads, railways, airports, harbours, etc. Also repair of the same type as for the above-mentioned activities, is included.



		Building completion activities encompass activities that contribute to the completion or finishing of a construction such as shop fitting, glazing, plastering, painting and decorating, floor and wall tiling or covering with other materials like parquet, carpets, wallpaper, etc., floor sanding, finish carpentry, acoustical work, cleaning of the exterior, etc. Also repair of the same type as the above-mentioned activities, is included.

		Wholesale is the resale (sale without transformation) of new and used goods to retailers, to industrial, commercial, institutional or professional users, or to other wholesalers, or acting as agents, or brokers in buying merchandise for, or selling merchandise to, such persons or companies. Agents or brokers work on a fee or contract basis or commission basis on behalf of others. The principal types of businesses included are merchant wholesalers, i.e. wholesalers who take title to the goods they sell, such as wholesale merchants or jobbers, industrial distributors, exporters, importers, and co-operative buying associations, sales branches and sales offices (but not retail stores) which are maintained by manufacturing or mining units apart from their plants or mines for the purpose of marketing their products and which do not merely take orders to be filled by direct shipments from the plants or mines. Also included are merchandise and commodity brokers, commission merchants and agents, buyers and co-operative associations engaged in the marketing of farm products. Farmers are considered as businesses by wholesalers, selling products (except household goods) to them. Importing and exporting of products by a trader himself, (not done by commission agents), to sell those goods for himself, are classified according to the product sold, under the relevant subgroup of Division 61 of wholesale.



		Wholesalers frequently physically, sort and grade goods in large lots, break bulk, repack, redistribute in smaller lots, e.g. pharmaceuticals, store, refrigerate, deliver and install goods, engage in sales promotion for their customers and design labels.



		Retailing is the resale (sale without transformation) of new and used goods mainly to the general public for personal or household consumption or utilisation, by shops, department stores, stalls, mail-order houses, hawkers and peddlers, consumer co-operatives, auction houses, etc. Most retailers take title to the goods they sell.



		The goods sold in these major groups (wholesalers) are for obvious reasons, limited to so-called consumer goods, therefore excluding goods not normally entering retail trade such as cereal grains, ores, crude petroleum, industrial chemicals, iron and steel and industrial machinery and equipment.

Any statistical classification reflects compromises between a number of theoretical principles and practical considerations. Thus not all needs for aggregated data will be equally well served by simple aggregation through the various levels within the existing structure of ISIC and SIC 6th edition. To meet specialized needs for standardized aggregates that are formed in more complex ways, ISIC Rev.3.1 and SIC 6th edition are supplemented by several alternate aggregations. Each alternate aggregation is intended to serve the needs of a group of users who wish to present data that are classified according to ISIC and SIC 6th edition in terms of standard tabulation categories that are essentially user�defined and internationally recognized.



This part of the publication includes descriptions of alternate aggregations defining the Information Sector, the Information and Communications Technology (ICT) sector. Attention has been paid to the fact that these alternate aggregations are defined in terms of complete ISIC classes and SIC subgroups, therefore allowing aggregation of existing data into these aggregations. Using of partial ISIC classes and SIC subgroups would require additional knowledge about the size of the splits involved, which is usually not available to users or may even not be obtainable through regular business surveys. 



Analysis of different phenomena may require statistical data that cannot be fully described in terms of complete ISIC classes and SIC subgroups. This may be due to the level of aggregation that had to be applied to ISIC as an international standard or it may be due to the fact that the information sought is based on a concept that is different from ISIC. In this case it may still be possible to give a definition in terms of an alternate aggregation using partial ISIC classes and SIC subgroups, while the actual data conversion needs to be supplemented by additional information. This part of the publication lists two examples of such alternate aggregations, the Food Industry and Tourism related activities. 



Other alternate aggregations, using complete or partial ISIC classes and SIC subgroups, have been defined in other existing frameworks and are also referenced in this part of the publication. In principle, the list of annexes is open�ended and the Statistical Commission and the Statistical Council may, in the future, request that additional annexes be prepared and issued to respond to evolving user needs.







�A. Information Sector



The expressions ''information age'' and ''global information economy'' are used with considerable frequency today. The general idea of an ''information economy'' includes both the notion of industries primarily producing, processing, and distributing information, as well as the idea that every industry is using available information and information technology to reorganise and make themselves more productive.



The Information sector comprises units engaged in the following processes: (a) producing and distributing information and cultural products, (b) providing the means to transmit or distribute these products as well as data or communications, and (c) processing data.



The main components of this sector are the publishing industries, including software publishing, the motion picture and sound recording industries, the broadcasting and telecommunications industries, and the information services and data processing industries. Thus activities included in this sector cut across traditionally defined areas in the economy, such as manufacturing, telecommunications,  motion picture production and some service areas.



The distribution modes for information products produced in this sector may either eliminate the necessity for traditional manufacture, or reverse the conventional order of manufacture-distribute: A newspaper distributed on-line, for example, can be printed locally or by the final consumer. Similarly, it is anticipated that packaged software, which today is mainly bought through the traditional retail channels, will soon be available mainly on-line. The Information sector is designed to make such economic changes transparent as they occur, or to facilitate designing surveys that will monitor the new phenomena and provide data to analyse the changes.



Many of the industries in the Information sector are engaged in producing products protected by copyright law, or in distributing them (other than distribution by traditional wholesale and retail methods). Examples are traditional publishing industries, software and database publishing industries, and film and sound industries. Broadcasting and telecommunications industries and information providers and processors are also included in the Information sector, because their technologies are so closely linked to other industries in the Information sector.



The Information sector defined here is compatible to the Information Sector of the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS), Sector 51.



The Information sector as whole can be defined through the following ISIC classes and SIC subgroups.

�B. Information and Communication Technology (ICT)



In recent years there has been a growing demand for data related to the Information and Communication Technology (ICT). While all activities related to ICT have been described by or been part of ISIC classes in a number of ISIC Divisions and SIC subgroups in a number of SIC Divisions, the interpretation of classes belonging to ICT and the boundaries of the ICT sector itself have been subject to discussion. The Organization of Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) have taken a leading role in standardizing the content of the ICT sector. The following table is consistent with the recommendations made by OECD.



The definition of this sector seeks to provide a statistical basis for the measurement in an internationally comparable way of that part of economic activity that is generated by the production of ICT goods and services.



The principles applied to the definition of the ICT sector are:

For Manufacturing industries, the products of a candidate industry:

- must be intended to fulfil the function of information processing and communication including transmission and    

  display, or

- must use electronic processing to detect, measure and/or record physical phenomena or to control a physical process

For Services industries, the products of a candidate industry:

- must be intended to enable the function of information processing and communication by electronic means.



The following table shows the divisions, groups and classes of ISIC and the divisions, groups and subgroups of SIC, that are part of the ICT sector.

�C. Informal sector aggregates



The informal sector encompasses a wide range of different activities. In order to describe the heterogeneity of the informal sector, analyse the differences between the various segments regarding their income-generating potential, constraints and other characteristics, and devise appropriate actions for them, policy-makers and analysts need data revealing the structure and composition of the informal sector. While kind of economic activity (or industry) is not a criterion to define the informal sector, it is an important variable to describe its characteristics. It is thus used as one of the standard variables for statistics on the informal sector. It is also often used as a variable for the stratification of informal sector survey samples.



Informal sector activities tend to be concentrated heavily in the following tabulation categories (sections): A, D, F, G, H, I and O of ISIC and Major Division 1, 3, 5, 6, 7 and 9 of SIC. Because of this, it is suggested that for statistics on the informal sector an alternative highest level of aggregation be introduced, with a smaller number of categories obtained by and large through the aggregation of the existing ISIC Rev.3.1 sections and Major Divisions of SIC.



Within the informal sector, repair services and trade are groups of activities that both are numerically important, and they should not be grouped together at any level when presenting statistics for the informal sector by industry. Moreover, these two groups of activities are undertaken in the informal sector of developing countries by different units, which differ significantly in terms of the characteristics of the persons engaged in them, including sex.



At the most aggregate level, the alternative structure of ISIC Rev. 3.1 proposed for the informal sector consists of the following nine categories (designated by Roman numerals in the first column) (with columns added for SIC 6th edition):

The split between IV (Wholesale and retail trade) and V (Repair of motor vehicles, motorcycles and personal and household goods) requires a split of ISIC group 504 (SIC Group 6340), which includes the sale, maintenance and repair of motorcycles and related parts and accessories. All other portions of these two categories can be described in terms of full ISIC groups and SIC groups. Links to higher levels of ISIC require the appropriate splits in this case.

D. Other alternate aggregations



While the alternate aggregations presented in this publication are combinations of only complete ISIC classes or SIC subgroups, there is a need to express other groupings within the economy that cannot be defined strictly in terms of ISIC and SIC. In some cases this may simply be a result of the existing level of aggregation or disaggregation of ISIC and SIC, while for others such a correspondence cannot be achieved due to the different nature of breakdown required. 



A number of other alternate aggregations have been developed, such as those included in previous versions of these 

publications. In the last ten years, different frameworks have been developed, defining these areas of statistics, that sometimes contain aggregations of complete or partial ISIC classes and SIC subgroups, linking the scope of these frameworks to ISIC and SIC. Rather than repeating these aggregations, which may be subject to change depending on the further development of these frameworks, we will only reference these existing aggregations.



A list of environmental activities described in terms of ISIC categories is included in the System of integrated Environmental and Economic Accounting (SEEA)�. 



The list of Tourism related activities that appeared as Annex II of ISIC Rev.3,has been superseded by the Tourism Satellite Account (TSA) that identifies Tourism in terms of characteristic products purchased by visitors and the activities that produce them and lists them in terms of the CPC and ISIC. The concepts, definitions and classifications to be used, as well as the recommended methodological framework, are described in Tourism Satellite Account (TSA): Recommended Methodological Framework. Tourism characteristic products and tourism characteristic activities are listed in Annex II of that publication. 



Other alternate aggregations may be discussed and proposed as international recommendations in the future. The Classifications Website of the United Nations Statistics Division will be used to show the current state of development in this area.  

































































�E. Relationship between ISIC Rev.3.1 and COFOG



The following table shows the relationship between SIC 6th Edition, ISIC Rev.3.1 and the Classification of the Functions of Government (COFOG) in terms of ISIC categories likely to be relevant to the general government sector.



While SIC, ISIC and COFOG classify different objects, statistical units by activity for SIC, ISIC and transactions by purpose for COFOG, they are in practice very similar. In principle, the unit of classification in COFOG is the individual transaction, but for many types of outlays the unit will often be the same government unit as for SIC and ISIC. Moreover, the criteria of classification - function in the case of COFOG and activity for SIC and ISIC - are conceptually rather similar. However, COFOG is more appropriate than SIC or ISIC for classifying government expenditures because the COFOG list of functions is more detailed than the SIC or ISIC list of activities, having been drawn up specifically to take account of the range and diversity of government activities.



It should be noted that, as set out in the introduction, paragraph 91, ISIC Rev. 3.1 itself does not try to identify the government as such. The Institutional Sectors of the System of National Accounts are not reflected in SIC or ISIC. Therefore, government units can practically be engaged in any activity classified in SIC or ISIC. However, there are certain SIC Major Divisions or ISIC categories that are more typical of government functions or to be under governmental control or sponsorship and are therefore more likely to be closely related to government expenditures. These categories have been used in the following table, indicating only the SIC subgroup in the first column, seeing that the descriptions of the ISIC, in column 3, are very similar to that of the SIC.
